/A\ WARNING - Inspect before each use. Do not use if broken, bent, cracked or damaged parts are noted (Including
warning label). If the unit appears damaged in any way, is missing parts, or operates abnormally, it shall be
removed from service immediately. All units that have been dropped, impacted suddenly, or dented should be
removed from service.

/\ WARNING - Only Cheetah® Bead Seating replacement parts should be used on the unit. Decals and parts are
available through your Distributor or the manufacturer.

4. Be sure pressure release is clear of foreign matter
(i.e. ice or dirt).

OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

1. Be sure to use eye protection (STOP HERE AND OBTAIN EYE
PROTECTION NOW !111).

2. Keep a clear working area.

3. (Refer to Figure 2) Lay mounted tire flat on floor or ground with
narrow bead up (inflating stem facing down) place stand under rim near
inflating stem (Stand Optional).

4. Fill bead seater tank to 60 PS| from compressed air supply (pradtice a
few times at this pressure). Increase pressure as necessary. Safety pop off
sef at 120 PSI.

5. Attach self holding chuck from air supply to inflating stem on rim.
6.Hold bead seater at an approximately 45 degree angle form floor with
guide on top of rim.

7. Hold handle tight and quickly open discharge valve.

Extremely difficult tires may require a higher pressure.

For tires larger than truck tires a greater volume of air is needed larger
units are available.
